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HOW TO GET IED

The Istituto Europeo di Design of Barcelona is situated in the street Torrent de 
l’Olla 208 in the district of Gracia, one of the most known of the ciudad Condal. To 
get to the institute the easiest way is by the metro, Green Line/L3, stops Fontana 
o Lesseps. You can also come by bus, Line 22, 24, 28, 87 or night bus N4. To get 
information about the route of each of them, look up to the webpage of Transporte 
Metropolitanos de Barcelona. This next academic year 2008 new spaces will be 
inaugurated in the Ex Factory-Macson offering 7000 m2 total installations.

From the airport

Barcelona El Prat - By Aerobus:
When you arrive at the airport you can take the bus-shuttle that leaves you in Plaza 
Catalunya. Once you are there you can take the Underground from any direction. The 
Aerobus service is a shuttle bus service that links Barcelona airport to the city centre. 
Its service runs normally runs every 15 minutes within its þxed hours of operation 
(see ofþcial website below for the exact timetable for the Aerobus).

Ticket Price 3.60 Euro for a single - Tickets can only be purchased on the bus.
If travelling from the airport to the city centre you can get off at Barcelona Sants or 
Plaza Catalunya or Arc de Triomf and change for the Barcelona metro underground 
system. The metro runs directly from these stations.
Note that Barcelona Sants station is a major rail station that offers train connections 
to many other destinations outside Barcelona.

Barcelona El Prat - By Airport Taxi:
Travelling by Taxi is a low cost and convenient way to get from the airport to the 
city centre, especially if you have a family or a lot of luggage. Youõll þnd the airport 
Barcelona taxi rank on the left hand side when you leave the airport main exit. The 
taxis operate all night and there are several hundred of them so you don’t have to 
worry about not being able to catch a cab. The journey to the city centre will take you 
between 20 to 30 minutes depending on road conditions. If you have special needs 
or need a cab specially adapted for disabled passengers call this number: Tel: +34 
93 358 1111. Expect to pay around 20 Euros for the journey into the centre. There 
will also be an additional surcharge for each bag youõre carrying. Youõll þnd the rates 
displayed inside the cab. All ofþcial Barcelona taxis are black and yellow and are 
required to charge you only the value on the meter (Plus any surcharge. Surcharges 
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include a supplement for travelling from the Airport, or to or from the port and also for 
each one of your baggages, all surcharge rates are displayed in the back of the taxi). 
The taxi service in Barcelona is generally very good, clean and reliable.

To the airport

You can catch the Aerobus from Plaza España or Plaza de Catalunya to the airport 
or the train from Barcelona Sants (otherwise known as ‘Sants Estación’) or from 
Catalunya station which is in the very centre of Barcelona. The name of the stop is 
Aeropuerto. The train will drop you off about 5 minutes walk from the airport main 
entrance. Much of your walk will be via a conveyor-assisted walkway which makes it 
quick and easy if you have luggage to carry.

Girona- Barcelona & Reus-Barcelona:
The Barcelona bus is probably the most convenient way of transfer between Girona 
Airport Barcelona and Barcelona city centre. The bus service is run by an independ-
ent company and has no direct business association with Ryan Air. However Barce-
lona Bus arranged its times of departure and arrival to coincide with the arrival and 
departure of RyanAir ÿights. When relying on the Barcelona Bus to transfer you to Gi-
rona Airport on time for a ÿight, itõs worth remembering that the Barcelona Bus and 
Ryan Air are separate companies. You will þnd the buses stops outside each airport.
The bus company which does Barcelona-Girona Airport route (and vice versa) is ‘Sa-
galés’ (www.sagales.com), located in Estació d’ Autobusos Barcelona Nord (Barce-
lona’s main bus terminal. http://www.barcelonanord.com/) in Barcelona city centre. 
To get there, you can catch the metro underground system. The nearest Metro stop 
to the bus station is Arc De Triomf (Red Line, L1). Make sure to leave at the exit 
called Sortida Nàpols. The metro stop is only 5-10 minutes walk from the bus station 
(http://www.tmb.net/ca_ES/home.jsp).
On other hand, ‘Hispano Igualadina’ (www.hispanoigualadina.net) is the company 
which does Barcelona-Reus Airport route, located in Estació de Sants (one of the 
mains train & bus station in Barcelona. www.tmb.net/es_ES/turistes/busturistic/
estaciosants.jsp). To get there, you can catch the metro underground system too. 
The metro stop is Sants Estació (Green Line L-3 or Blue Line L-5). Important : Make 
sure to catch the right bus!. There are different buses of the same companies with 
other destinations. Tickets cannot be reserved in advance and cost the average of 
11 Euros for a single and 19 Euros for a return. You can also call the Barcelona Bus 
information line - they have an operator that speaks English:

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COMMON INFORMATIONS

Electricity Supply

Electricity supply is 220 volts throughout Spain with 2 pin wall sockets. The European 
countries that utilise 240 volts e.g. UK and Ireland most electrical equipment will 
function adequately. In the rest of Europe is generally as in Spain, 220v. If you intend 
to use the UK electrical plugs then you will need an electricity plug adapter that will 
convert the standard 3 pin socket into a two pin socket. In the US where the electri-
city supply is 120 volts a transformer would be required to step down the voltage to 
100 volts. Damage to the electrical appliance can occur if you attempt to use a 120 
volt rated electrical appliance with a 220 volt supply.
It’s recommended that you purchase your electrical plug adapter from the interna-
tional airport that you are ÿying from rather than from an electrical store in Barcelona. 
The adapters that you buy from the Spanish stores are of very poor quality and tend 
to easily come apart when you remove them from the wall socket. It is much safer to 
purchase your adapter from the airport even if it costs a few Pounds / Euros /Dollars 
more.

Water Supply

Barcelona drinking water is very unpalatable and it is highly recommended to drink 
bottled water whilst you are here. Although you can drink tap water safely it is much 
preferred to have bottled water. Bottled mineral water can be purchased very cheaply 
from local supermarkets for example the supermarket on the Ramblas. If you pur-
chase bottled water from one of the stalls on the Ramblas you could pay up to two 
Euros per litre whereas the same bottle from a supermarket will cost you under 50 c 
(half a euro).

Telephone calls

To call Barcelona from a country outside you Spain you need to dial 0034 for Spain 
and then 93 for the dial code for land lines in Barcelona.

How to make Low-Cost International Calls

One of the lowest cost ways to make international telephone calls is to purchase a 
calling card from a tobacconists or òTabacó as they are called. You can also þnd these 
cards at Internet cafes and some newsagents. These cards cost around six euros and 
can give you several hours worth of telephone calls from a public telephone box or 
private telephone. These calling cards have either a free phone or local call number 
which you dial. You then select which language you wish to hear the instructions, 
input your security code, which is given on the cards, and then dial your international 
number. It is recommended to choose your card carefully because some cards have 
preferential rates for speciþc countries. One card very useful calling to both the 
United States and European countries is called the Euro Hours Card. This card costs 
six euros and will give you three hours worth of calls via a free phone number to any 
US, Canadian or European city. The Euro Hours Card is the best value for money 
calling card that I found however this card is not available in all Tabacs and you may 
þnd another brand of card that offers something similar.

FIRST STEPS IN BARCELONA

One of the þrst steps in Barcelona is visiting your Consulate. Most of them give you 
the possibility to register as citizen of your country, so that if you loose your docu-
ments or someone steal you, they can provide you with new ones without presenting 
any other papers. At the end of this paragraph you can þnd a list of addresses and 
contact telephone numbers of all the consulates in Barcelona. Those do not appear 
in the list, surely have a representative organism in Madrid, as the Embassy.

Empadronamiento

The “padron” is a kind of registration that every resident in Spain must accomplish.
Is a right for everyone, as Spanish as foreigner, legalized or not in the country.
The necessary documents for “empadronamiento” are:
- Documents of identiþcation ( such as passport, DNI, or any other ofþcial document 
proving your identiþcation)
- Document regarding the actual address in Spain: a lease contract or any other 
declaration (electricity or gas or water bills addressed to your name
- In the case you do not possess any of these proving your address, you would need 
an authorisation signed by the person who has the contact, besides to a photocopy
 of the identiþcation document of that person.
If you are not able to provide for a document proving your address, you can contact 
SAIER (Servicio de Atención al Inmigrante Estranjeros y Refugiados, situated in Av. 
Parallel 202. Open hours: 9 - 14 and 16 - 20) where they will give you a substitutive 
document of the same validity.
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Once you obtain all these documents, you must go to the ofþce òAtenci·n al Ciu-
dadano” in the City Hall Department corresponding to your district (the nearest to 
your ÿat/residency). In the link of interest, you can þnd a list of all the ofþces situated 
in the metropolitan area of Barcelona. If the open hours of the ofþces are not good 
for you, you can obtain “empadronamiento” by phone contacting at the Information 
Service, Tel.010 or by Internet : www.bcn.es.

European health insurance card and sanitary assistance

If you are citizen of the European Union you have the right to obtain the Health 
Insurance Card from your country, which offers health coverage in all the countries 
members of the Union. For further information just click on this link: http://ec.europa.
eu/employment_social/healthcard/index_is.htm . 
Usually, the card should be renewed once a year. In case that you forget to obtain 
your card you should ask for a provisional copy to the corresponding organization in 
your country. Further information: http://ec.europa.eu/employment_social/health-
card/links_is.htm. In case that you are not from a country member of the European 
Union, when requesting the Student Visa, the Spanish consulate will ask you for a 
health insurance that guarantees you coverage in Spain.

DOCUMENTS FOR RESIDENCY

Are considered students all those foreigner coming to Spain with the only and main 
aim of carrying on research studies, development of studies or some kind of 
training in a centre recognized by the Spanish Government, such as Istituto 
Europeo di Design, and those do not receive any remuneration.
To be legally resident in Spain you need to accomplish one of these requirements:
- Be EU citizen
- Get a residency permit
If you are European citizen, you do not need a NIE (Identiþcation Number for 
Foreigner) to live in Spain. Just in case you decide to work, it will be required for 
the contract requirements. On the other side, if you are not EU citizen you need to 
present the documents for the residency permit, in your case, the Student’s card. The 
þrst and most important thing is to go and visit the Spanish consulate or embassy 
and inform you about the relationship between your country and Spain. Therefore you 
will know you rights and obligations once in Spain.

To get the student card you need the following documents:
- A Student Visa, obtained in your country and with validity from three months to one 
year (it must be renovated in case the course will get longer). 

The necessary requirements to get the Visa are normally :
- An ofþcial certiþcate issued by IED that proves the duration and course you are 
going to attend.
- A medical insurance guaranteeing your assistance in case of disease or accident.
- A certiþcate proving you are in possess of the economical means of subsistence to 
live in Spain.
- A proof of accommodation, that is not always required. Anyhow, the Hospitality Ma-
nagement department can provides you with useful contacts regarding agencies and 
residences of accommodation.
Basically these are the documents required but we suggest you to get in contact with 
the Spanish consulate in your country to ensure about the requirements for visa and 
the relationship existing between your country and Spain.
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Once you get visa, you will have one month time to come to Spain and present the 
documents in order to get the Foreign Identiþcation Card.
 The Foreign Identiþcation Card or Student Card you must demand once you are 
here, normally has validity correspondent to the duration of the course at IED (never 
more than one year) and it can be renewed year by year, if you accomplish all the 
requirements demanded by the government. 

The necessary requirements to get the card are:
1. Copy of the passport or of the document valid for the entrance in Spain.
2. Visa for studies (You previously obtained in your country)
3. Ofþcial Certiþcate issued by the institute where you have been admitted. In this 
case, a certiþcate issued by IED, where appears your name and the duration of the 
course you are going to attend (never less than three months).
4. In the case you are under majority age, you will be required an authorization 
by your parents or tutors for the transfer to Spain, as well as a certiþcate of your 
previous studies.
5. Three photos.
For any further information or enquiry, IED can indicate to you a lawyer or you can go 
directly to any information ofþces recommended by the Spanish Government and the 
Foreigner Ofþce (Oþcina de Extranjeros).

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OPENING A BANK ACCOUNT

Mostly opening a bank account in Spain is a more practical way to manage your 
money, but is not required by the Government, it is on your own choice. To have 
your own bank account is a more comfortable and safer way to have control on the 
incomes and outcomes while you are living here. As we know, all the banks accept 
as clients foreigners, legalized or not in Spain, but this condition could vary accord-
ing on the different banks. Generally to open the account they ask you the passport, 
but depending on the bank might require some other document. If you present all the 
documents, you will have exactly the same bank account than a Spanish national.
 
However, if you are not legal resident in Spain, it will be opened a bank account for 
foreigners which usually implies higher charges. As student and under 26 years old, 
you will have advantages and promotions on the commission that the banks usually 
charge for their service. We think that the banks more adequate for our students in
terms of advantageous conditions and availability of cash machines in the city and all 
around Spain are:

- La Caixa
- Caixa Catalunya
- Banco Popular

Normally we collaborate with La Caixa and Banco Popular as they are used to 
provide for personal credits and let the students pay in terms of payment.

The necessary documents to ask for a credit are usually:

• Payslip of student or of parents
• Feedback of housing, if property
• Report of other goods or incomes
• DNI of student/parents
• Enrolment letter by IED Barcelona

In any case, we suggest you to go to the bank that you think more advantageous 
for you, in terms of commissions and closeness to your place.
For any doubt, you can contact with the administration ofþce or directly with a 
bank ofþce.
